Approaches
to Assessment

Quantitative perspective
Assessment is viewed as an objective
measurement process that results in a
numerical representation of children’s
behaviors and abilities.

Qualitative perspective
Assessment is viewed as the
documentation of more broadly defined
behaviors as they occur in natural
environments and provides information on
qualitative aspects of behaviors.
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
